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General: 
 
The physical interface to the web enabled pulse logger module (WEPM) is very 
straight forward. This device accepts a dry contact input (no voltage).Two wires 
will originate from the device that you want to track. 
 

1. Connect one wire to Channel 1 input and the other to the ground 
(common) input. 

 
2. Before powering up the device connect the WEPM’s RJ-45 network jack to 

the router. Note: The router must be connected to the Internet so that the 
WEPM can get the latest time from the time servers on the Internet via
